In order to maintain an open and welcoming environment for all, we ask that all participants refrain from approaching donors regarding organizational or project funding during the conference.

5. We will announce the results of the selection process by April.

For members of international organizations outside of the US:  there will be very limited funds for transportation and lodging but this is not guaranteed. IFIP will waive the registration fee.

For members of US Based NGOs: If you are accepted, IFIP requires registration in the amount of $250 for the conference, a 50% discount.  Lodging and travel costs cannot be covered.

Please Note that SPACE IS VERY LIMITED, and we will only be able to accept a total of 20 applicants. We will use a matrix system that includes representation of different geographic locations , gender, issues and type of organization to get a equal representation.
