International Funders for Indigenous Peoples (IFIP) is a recognized affinity group of the Council on Foundations, with a growing network of funders who actively support and seek to increase funding opportunities for Indigenous Peoples throughout our world. IFIP plays a critical role in helping funders better understand and effectively address the complex and real problems faced by Indigenous Peoples by giving funders information that allows them to refine and redefine the tools and processes used in their funding activities. IFIP also helps Indigenous communities gain an active voice within the philanthropic community and informs them on the best approaches for securing resources.

IFIP’s Tenth Annual Conference will be held in Oneida territory (Onyota'a:ka or Onayotekaono, meaning the People of the Upright Stone), which is only 4 hours north of NYC from May 25 to 27th 2011.  This ideal setting will enable site visits to two different peoples: both the Oneida and the nearby Onondaga native communities. 

The theme of the conference is Indigenous Peoples and Philanthropy:  Strengthening Alliances for the Next Seven Generations highlighting three tracks that explore current issues in: Indigenous Knowledge and Technology: Bridging Science and Tradition; Resilience: Climate change, Resource management and Indigenous practices for Sustainability, and  UNDRIP and Indigenous Movements.
Because this conference was timed strategically to coincide with the United Nations Permanent Forum for Indigenous Issues and because New York City is a hub to major donors, we expect more foundations and Indigenous leaders to be engaged which will heighten the overall effectiveness of this historic event. In addition, this gathering will include participant favorites such as movie night, ceremonies and cultural events, an awards dinner honoring leaders in philanthropy, receptions and other festive activities.

Donors and Indigenous Peoples alike enjoy this informational and networking conference, where all IFIP constituents have the opportunity to be in the room together, in mixed tables if chosen, sharing and discussing, answering questions, listening, reflecting and building wisdom together. 

Through a selection process overseen by the Planning Committee, we will be inviting a limited number of indigenous and NGO representatives to join us for this convening. Please use this form to submit your application. 

This will be a venue to share information and build relations with other Indigenous representatives, NGO’s and donors. 

In order to maintain an open and welcoming environment for all, we ask that all participants refrain from approaching donors regarding organizational or project funding during the conference.

5. We hope to announce the results of the selection process by mid April.

For members of international organizations outside of the US: there may be very limited funds for transportation and lodging but this is not guaranteed. IFIP will waive the registration fee.

For members of US Based NGO’s: If you are accepted, IFIP requires registration in the amount of $250 for the conference, a 50% discount.  Lodging and travel costs cannot be covered.
Please Note that SPACE IS VERY LIMITED and we will only be able to accept a total of 20 applicants. We will use a matrix system that includes representation of different geographic locations , gender, issues and type of organization to get a equal representation.
